Dug 2 feet into well-draining soll in full sun

Ensure will not impede water table

May be reinforced with ¥ inch chicken wire for
enhanced rodent resistance
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Green Cones in Bear Country

Very few household composters are truly
bear-proof

Important to establish a proper mould
environment inside the green cone first
before adding meats and dairy. The
addition of cayenne pepper has proved to
be a successful deterrent

The decomposition process when fully

Rats, Racoons and other Pests
